A far darker work than 2014s sci-fi concept album "Frontiers" and with a much more minimal approach than his 
debut album "Ambients", The Forbidden combines sinister drones and field recordings with artificial choirs and 
synthesisers to create an album of dark oppressive atmospheres.

Ideal for listening to on headphones, The Forbidden is a haunting collection of tracks that would not be amiss as 
the backdrop to a horror movie or video game as it leads us through simple atmospheres like "The Mansion Hall"
and "Some Inhuman Remains" to more melodramatic pieces such as the heavy drones and string sections of 
"Exsanguinate" or the anguished wails and whispers of title track "The Forbidden (Below)".
